Panda’ and ‘The Kite Runner’.

Triumphant return to Zurich 
2000 tickets sold as 12 In A Box sells out in 24 hours

Having been selected for the prestigious 2008 Orange Cinema Open Air Festival in Zurich,
’12 In A Box’ played to a sell-out audience of 2000 cinemagoers. Tickets for the film were
sold out within 24 hours of being available and the film received a huge round of applause
at the end (the first film to receive such an ovation at the festival).

‘Initially we were doubtful that the Orange organisers were going to feature the film in their
line-up, as the film has no known stars in its cast and the ‘competition’ were big studio
films such as ‘The Bucket List’, ‘Mamma Mia’ ‘Wanted’ and ‘Sex and the City’.’
